Note: Ezekiel 39 tells us 
that Israel will cleanse the 
land for 7 months (210 
days) after the Gog-
Magog War. This places 
the commencement of 
the Gog-Magog War 210 + 
40 days ahead of the 
sacerdotal rights being 
re-instituted in the 3rd 
temple (thus the terminus 
of the Gog-Magog War 
must be 40 days into 
Daniel’s 70th Week). 
Israel will burn the 
weapons of this war for 7 
years (or 10 days into the 
45 day period during 
which all nations are 
judged by Jesus).

Note: the Gog-Magog war commences
at the beginning of the 70th week and
terminates 40 days later.
